· To publish the outcomes of the study and use it as a knowledge resource for capacity enhancement on landslides risk reduction and resilience
5. Background Justification (10 lines maximum):
Landslides in India are a common, wide spread, frequent and often sudden disasters in the hilly terrains, particularly adversely affecting the highways, human habitats, infrastructures, economy and environment. Due to the rapid pace of development, urbanization and changing climatic conditions, the trend in terms of both the occurrence of socio-economically significant landslides and their impacts seem to be rising. In the absence of adequate database and documentation of such landslides, it is difficult to assess the prevailing situations properly and plan proactively for efficient landslides risk reduction and resilience. There is an urgent dire need to document the past significant landslides along with lessons learnt (human memories are generally weak and the incidents are forgotten quickly with lapse of time if not well recorded). 

Keeping in mind the above background, the project has been proposed to gather and study the archival records of the socio-economically significant landslides and document the events, impacts, actions take or not taken, and lessons learnt for finding our way ahead for reducing the landslides risks and strengthening the resilience in landslide prone areas.

9. Project Description (30 lines maximum): The project would require extensive study of the news articles, reports, websites, available publications, government memorandums, departmental investigations, social surveys and public interactions in the landslide affected areas of the country. A systematically designed structured format for collecting the database on landslide events, impacts, actions / inactions and lessons learnt would be developed for carrying out this study (The project would also consider the format suggested in World Report on Landslides but also examine the needs of disaster management authorities).
After collection and compilation of landslides database, analysis of the information will be done to summarize the outcomes of the study in a comprehensive manner to find out the trends and distributions of landslide events and their impacts as well as enhancing understanding about landslides, for disseminating the same to the concerned stakeholders for enhancing their human capacities for landslides risk reduction and resilience. Technical guidance and support from the expert members of ICL would be sought to make the study effective, practical and usable by the various stakeholders. Finally a publication would be brought out for wider sharing of this work in humanitarian interest at global level.
